Requirements for successful completion of the course:

The course is concluded by a continuous assessment. During the semester students pass two
written tests and in the 10t week of the term they process an essay on given topic. To obtain
evaluation A (excellent) students must get at least 90% from both tests, to obtain evaluation B
80-89,99%, evaluation C at least 70-79,99%, evaluation D 60-69,99% and for evaluation E at
least 50%. A student who receives less than 50% will be evaluated as grade FX. Students will
be able to improve their evaluation in the reparative date set by the pedagogue.

- Define and terminological correct use basic terms and categories in the field of history of
music and apply it on Slovak music art;

- Know and describe crucial evolution lines of music style layers formation in Slovakia from
the beginning (in the primeval ages) to time between the world wars;

- By the expert terminology characterize style tendencies, paradigms, dynamic entities and
composers” poetics;

- Characterize the features of individual works of art poetics on the example of the specific
work of arts;

- Understand and categorize leading personalities of forming compositional styles and
reactions of Slovak artists on artistic movements in Europe

- Apply learned style categories on examples of particular musical works

- Name the examples of musical works that represents realization of style changes of Slovak
music art from the beginning of Modern period

- Recognize and analyze basic style elements and compositional techniques of Slovak
composers and its parallels with world” evolution

music creation. Music at romantism (1830-1918) in Slovakia. Jan Levoslav Bella — the most
important Slovak composer of 20t century.

Moyzes, M. Schneider-Trnavsky, V. Figus-Bystry). Music life, institutional base, culture-social
conditions. New compositional programme in 30ies of 20th century (Alexander Moyzes, Eugen
Suchon, Jan Cikker). Moyzes  compositional school. Other representatives of Slovak music
modern besides Moyzes” compositional school. The art critic Ivan Ballo and aesthetic
programme of Slovak national music. Musical works of 30ies as the evolutionary base lasting
to the second world war.
