Course objective:

The student is able to:

- to define the supporting doctrines of Byzantine theology.

- understand the relationship between theological theory and Christian practice.

- map the way of the Byzantine theological system.

- Interpret the history of Byzantium. (introduction to Byzantine historiography and brief sketch of basic historical events in the Byzantine Empire)
- to distinguish and define the basic blocks that formed the Byzantine

civilization, culture and history.

- to determine basic historiographical genres in Byzantium.

Course content:

State and Church in Byzantium. Development of the theology of communion. Byzantine anthropological assumptions. Theology of God's
"energies". Byzantine spirituality. Byzantine humanism, secular philosophy and theology. Study of personalities such as Michal Pselos, Patriarch
Photios, John Italos, Gennady, Scholarios, Nikolas Kabasilas, Simeon New Theolog, Teodor Studit and their importance and contribution to
Byzantine theology. Byzantine ecclesiology. Study of selected basic historiographical works from Byzantium. The transition from ancient to early
Byzance. The Age of Justinian the Great. Islam and Byzantium. Period of the Iconoclasm. Mission in Great Moravia. Crusades and Byzantium. The
Roman Empire in Byzantium. Fall of Byzantium.
