Predkladané ¢islo, ktoré otvara desiaty ro¢nik ¢asopisu Studia Philosphica Kan-
tiana, sa v prevaznej miere venuje reflexii I. Kanta v 19. a 20. storo¢i myslitelmi
strednej a vychodnej Eurdpy. Volodymyr Abaschnik z charkovskej univerzity sa
vo svojej nemeckej $tadii Kant a nemecky idealizmus v kritickej interpretdcii An-
dreja Dudrovica (1782 - 1830) zameriava na tvorbu tohto myslitela pocas jeho
posobenia v Charkove od roku 1812. Prof. Abaschnik analyzuje myslienky An-
dreja Dudrovica s dorazom na jeho interpretaciu Kanta v diele Kritika cistého
rozumu a zaroven zdoraznuje Dudrovi¢ov vyznam pri popularizacii myslienok
zivotného magnetizmu a filozofie viery v Rusku a na Ukrajine.

Stadia Filozofia Michaela (Mihdlya) Gregussa Ondreja Mészérosa zo Sloven-
skej akadémie vied prinasa uceleny pohlad na filozoficku tvorbu M. Gregussa.
Prof. Mészéros starostlivo pristupuje k vyskumu historickych a ideovych vply-
vov na myslenie v Uhorsku v prvej polovici 19. storocia a poukazuje na Kan-
tov vplyv na Gregussa, ktory je ,,prefiltrovany cez urcité rezidua osvietenského
myslenia®“

Juraj Dragasek v prispevku Tri priklady dejinno-filozofického presahu Kan-
tovej filozofie ndboZenstva predstavuje Kantovu filozofiu nabozenstva v troch
rovindch: prostrednictvom problému determinizmu a slobodnej vole, prostred-
nictvom problému subjektivizmu, ktory nasiel svoj odkaz v koncepciach Schle-
iermachera a Kierkegaarda, a prostrednictvom prienikov Kantovho a Masary-
kovho myslenia v otdzkach ndbozenstva.

Stadia Kant a problém vztahu $tdt a obéan Mareka Stachona z Univerzity
Mateja Bela v Banskej Bystrici analyzuje povahu vztahu medzi §taitom a obc¢an-
mi v Kantovej socidlnej a politickej filozofii a zdroven sa zameriava na potencial
aktualizacie v stvislosti so sti¢asnymi aspektmi tohto vztahu.

Druhu cast ¢asopisu tvoria recenzie A. Miskocovej na knihu Roberta R.
Clewisa Kant’s Humorous Writings: An Illustrated Guide a M. Ambrozyho na
knihu O. Marchevského Kant v Rusku (ne)milovany.

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Editorial

The presented issue, which opens the tenth volume of the journal Studia Philosphica
Kantiana, is mainly devoted to reflections on I. Kant in the 19" and 20™ centuries
by Central and Eastern European thinkers. In the German paper Kant and German
Idealism in the critical interpretation of Andrej Dudrovic (1782-1830), Volodymyr
Abaschnik from Kharkov University, Ukraine, focuses on the work of Dudrovi¢
during his work in Kharkov from 1812. Professor Abaschnik analyses Andrej Dud-
rovi¢’s ideas with the emphasis on his interpretation of Kant in The Critique of Pure
Reason, while emphasizing Dudrovi¢’s importance in popularizing the ideas of ani-
mal magnetism and the philosophy of faith in Russia and Ukraine.

The paper Philosophy of Michael (Mihdly) Greguss by Ondrej Mészaros from
the Slovak Academy of Sciences brings a comprehensive view of the philosophi-
cal work of M. Greguss. Professor Mészaros carefully researches the historical and
ideological influences on thinking in Hungary in the first half of the 19" century
and points to Kants influence on Greguss that is “filtered through certain remnants
of Enlightenment thinking” (p. 28).

Juraj Dragasek in the paper, Three examples of historical-philosophical overlap-
ping of Kant's philosophy of religion, presents Kant's philosophy of religion on three
levels: through the issue of determinism and free will, through the issue of subjec-
tivism, which found its link in the concepts of Schleiermacher and Kierkegaard, and
through the overlapping of Kant's and Masaryk’s thought in the matter of religion.

The paper Kant and the issue of the relationship between the state and citizen by
Marek Stachon from Matej Bel University in Banska Bystrica, Slovakia, analyses the
nature of the state—citizen relationship in Kant’s social and political philosophy and
at the same time focuses on the potential for updating in relation to current aspects
of this relationship.

The second part of the journal consists of A. Miskocovd’s review of Robert R.
Clewis’ book Kants Humorous Writings: An Illustrated Guide and M. Ambrozy’s
review of O. Marchevsky’s book Kant in Russia (Un)Loved.

On behalf of the editors, I wish you pleasant reading.
