Monograficka Studia ,,Antisthenes between Diogenes and Socrates” je historicko-
filozoficka praca, ktora sa zaoberd réznymi antickymi interpretaciami Antisthena,
a kladie si otazku, ¢i je moZné dopracovat sa k tomu, ¢o by sme mohli stotoznit s
Antisthenovym historickym pdsobenim. Stidia odpoveda na tdto otazku
optimisticky a ukazuje, ¢o vietko je potrebné prehodnotit, ak chceme zachytit
stopy Antisthenovho myslenia, ktoré patrilo v jeho dobe k déleZitym filozofickym
postojom a vplyvalo na myslenie nasledujucich generacii kynikov a srtoikov. / The
monographic study "Antisthenes between Diogenes and Socrates" is a historical-
philosophical work that deals with various ancient interpretations of Antisthenes,
and asks whether it is possible to work out what we could identify with
Antisthenes' historical activity. The study answers this question optimistically and
shows what needs to be reconsidered if we want to capture traces of Antisthenes
thinking, which were important philosophical attitudes in his time and influenced
the thinking of future generations of Cynics and Stoics.

The work focuses, on the one hand, on the sensitive
treatment of ancient interpretations of Antisthenes, and, on the other hand, uses
modern methods of interpreting the text, especially hermeneutic reading,
deconstruction of historical meanings and problematization. All forms of historical
work require acquaintance with current currents of thought and at the same time
the ability to apply them to texts of philosophical tradition.

IMusénios, Epiktétos atd.). / The educational use of the work lies in the fact that
the student has the opportunity to analyse various reports about Antisthenes in
terms of the question of what intentions are pursued by individual ancient
authors when they report on him. Historical moves in philosophical attitudes,
changes in the terminology used, as well as the goals that various authors
referring to Antisthenes want to fulfill, allow us to ask ourselves how and why
some Antisthenian attitudes have become important for future generations of

philosophers. Instead of looking for the "original meaning" of these reports, we
can focus on how Antisthenes influenced the thinking of future generations,
giving us a more comprehensive view of this philosopher. A similar approach,
using historical-analytical and hermeneutic methods, can be used by other
important authors, whose works have been preserved in fragments (Aeschines'
dialogues, Aristotle's Protreptikos, etc.) or they have chosen not to write and we
only know them mediated through the reports of their students (Pyrrho,
Musonius Rufus, Epictetus, etc.).
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
