The monograph represents a result of the author’s long-term interest in study of
Russian reflections of the philosophical works of Immanuel Kant. It offers an
excursus into important historical contexts concerning the examination of Kant’s
writings within the Russian philosophical and intel-lectual background. It also
introduces a place and significance of Kant’s legacy in the process of formation of
Russian philosophy of the 19th and 20th century, and in particular, of its initial
decades. The elaboration of the topic is led by the methodological optics pro et
contra which was worked out by the publishing project The Russian way: Pro et
contra. The content core of the monograph presents concrete features of these
reflections which deal with the questions of epistemology, philosophy of law,
religious meta-physics, ethics, and moral philosophy. By means of analysis and
compari-son, the monograph offers a view on peculiarities of Russian attitude to
philosophical as well as more broadly reflected legacy of I. Kant. It also outlines a
range of new questions and issues concerning development of the future

Hlavny prinos monografie v $irSom spoloéenskom kontexte mozno badat v tom, ze
zachytava jeden z urcujucich interakénych ramcov, v ktorych sa ruské myslenie,
tak religiozne, ako aj sekularne formuje. Ide o interakciu s tvorbou I. Kanta. Su to
prave naznacenia hlavnych charakteristickych tendencii reflexie I. Kanta v ruskom
prostredi, resp. v osobitych intelektualnych prostrediach, ktorych poznanie
dokaze dbsledne uchopovat genézu ruského myslenia. Za hodnotny povazujeme
aj hlavny interpretacny pristup, ktory spociva v implementacii optiky pro et contra
vypracovanej rovhomennym projektom vyznamného ruského vydavatelstva. Ide o
reflektovanie toho, ¢o ruské prostredie (nielen) v tvorbe I. Kanta povaZuje za
hodnotné a hodné nasledovania — v ¢om je pro.

Poznanie
tohto pristupu nie je len poznanim akéhosi metodologického zazemia ale aj
spdsobu, akym sa ruska duchovnost utvéra, ako buduje svoju identitu, vo¢i comu
chce byt programovo svojbytna/ The main contribution of the monograph in a
broader societal context lies in its capturing one of the defining interaction
frameworks within which Russian thought—both religious and secular—is formed.
It concerns the interaction with the work of I. Kant. This is precisely an indication
of the main characteristic tendencies in the reflection on I. Kant within the
Russian milieu, or in specific intellectual environments, the understanding of
which is capable of thoroughly grasping the genesis of Russian thought.

We also consider valuable the primary interpretative approach, which consists of
implementing the pro et contra perspective developed by a namesake project of a
significant Russian publishing house. It involves reflecting on what the Russian
milieu (not only) regards as valuable and worthy of emulation in I. Kant’s
work—that is, what is pro—and it also points out the motifs that are rejected,
criticized, or even outright condemned, that is, what is contra. Understanding this
approach is not merely about knowing a certain methodological background but
also about understanding the way in which Russian spirituality is formed, how it
builds its identity, and against what it seeks to be programmatically autonomous.

V koncipovani vyuébovych jednotiek a ich ¢asti moze byt monografia prinosna pre
studium ruského filozofického myslenia a duchovnosti tak v prisne
dejinnofilozofickych otdzkach, no zéroveri ma aj Sirsie didaktické vyuZitie. Pre
studium dejin filozofie poskytuje obsahové zazemie pre doplnenie tendencii
formovania ruskej filozofie tak v 19. storoci ako aj 20.storoci. Umoziiuje
obozndmit sa s postavenim intelektualnych prostredi akymi boli redakcie
Casopisov, duchovnych akadémii a tieZ vedeckych spolo¢nosti na formovani ruskej
filozofie. Obsah monografie mozZe posluzit na ozrejmenie intelektualnych vztahov
ruskych a dalSich eurépskych myslitelov, poukdzat na obohatenie zapadnych
kantovskych skimani ruskymi myslitelmi. Vyrazny didakticky rozmer ma aj
poukazanie na tzv. nové ¢itania, ktoré stelesniuju potrebu nevyhnutného ndvratu
k pévodnym textom ruskych myslitelov a velkych klasikov, ktorych myslienky
rezonuju nielen naprie¢ ruskym prostredim, ale aj v celosvetovom meradle. Je
potrebné prehodnotit zauZzivané pohlady na ich tvorbu, ktoré by mohli byt
nevhodné, no zdrover tvoria vyraznu tradiciu negativne formujicu obraz o
danom myslitelovi.

Svojou obsiahlou sondou do prostredia ruského
osvietenstva sa moze stat hodnotnym vychodiskom pre komparacie medzi ruskym
a neruskym osvietenstvom napriklad v postave A. N. Radi$¢eva a G. T. Raynala/ In
the design of teaching units and their components, the monograph can be
beneficial for the study of Russian philosophical thought and spirituality—not only
in strictly historical-philosophical matters, but it also has broader didactic
applications. For the study of the history of philosophy, it provides a substantive
framework for supplementing the tendencies in the formation of Russian
philosophy in both the 19th and the 20th centuries. It enables one to become
acquainted with the role of intellectual milieus, such as magazine editorial boards,
spiritual academies, and scientific societies, in shaping Russian philosophy.

The content of the monograph can serve to clarify the intellectual relationships
between Russian and other European thinkers, highlighting the enrichment of
Western Kantian investigations by Russian thinkers. A significant didactic
dimension is also represented by drawing attention to the so-called "new
readings," which embody the need for an inevitable return to the original texts of
Russian thinkers and great classics—whose ideas resonate not only within the
Russian environment but also on a global scale. It is necessary to reassess the
established views on their work, which might be inappropriate, yet
simultaneously form a pronounced tradition that negatively shapes the image of
the given thinker. This can also be delineated through the interactive line
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
