[bookmark: _GoBack]Teaching materials based on the Halle model in the teaching practice of the Honterus-Gymnasium in Kronstadt in the first half of the 18th century?

1. Panorama of the history of books among the Transylvanian Saxons: the book catalogues
Numerous books and essays have been written by many authors about the presence of so-called Halle Pietism in Transylvania. [footnoteRef:1]These works examine this relatively short-lived phenomenon in the eastern Danube-Carpathian region primarily from the perspective of church and denominational history. However, the intellectual echo of August Hermann Francke (1663–1727) and his successors largely survived the dissipation of Pietism's vibrant presence in daily religious practice after a few decades. A large number of books, transported or smuggled from Halle an der Saale to Transylvania, have survived to this day in libraries of all sizes in the region. 	In this article, I will primarily examine the collection of the famous Honterus Gymnasium in Kronstadt, which I have reconstructed. [footnoteRef:2]The edifying, school, and handbooks, printed in the Halle orphanage's printing shop, along with other typographical works of the city of Halle, have been found in enormous numbers—that is, many hundreds of copies—even today. Based on the handwritten entries in the books, which reveal much about the use of the prints, it can be stated with certainty that the Halle-oriented printed works were found in a certain form among the reading materials of the Kronstadt school throughout the 18th century, but also in the subsequent period. The holdings preserved to date will be virtually combined in an online database and a printed catalog after the research is completed.] 

	Based on the data and facts on book and library history currently available to us – including the results of fundamental research into book catalogs – I attempt to develop a system of context regarding the use and impact of the school and general handbooks produced in Halle in Kronstadt.

In the book catalogs from the years 1700 to 1750, the name Halle appears 98 times. [footnoteRef:3]This is a high proportion, considering that the places of publication of the listed books are rarely indicated in the inventories of estates. In most cases, it concerns a Halle Bible " from the Wise House " [footnoteRef:4]or, separately, an Old or New Testament edition in various formats ( quarto , octavo , dodecimo , sedecimo ) owned by German-speaking citizens in Transylvania. (A brief note: a significant portion of the books in Transylvanian collections were first owned by a Transylvanian person. In many cases, the printed works were passed from them to their Hungarian users. The German-speaking bourgeoisie of Transylvania, who maintained constant and close ties to Western Europe, thus played a crucial role in maintaining cultural transfer.) [footnoteRef:5]Hymnals from Halle also frequently appear, although the years of publication can unfortunately no longer be identified due to the inventory entries, as only the time ante quem , i.e. the year of the inventory, is known. For example, a potter from Hermannstadt (Michael Letcheos), who died in 1730 , read, in addition to the Halle Bible, sermons by Francke ( August Herman Franckens Sonn Fest und Apostel Tag Predigen ) and the seminal work of the "Father of Pietism," Johann Arndt (1555–1621) ( Johann Arndts Wahres Christentum ). [footnoteRef:6]Another citizen of Hermannstadt (Johann Schmiedt), whose estate inventory was compiled on September 18, 1736, had a Halle Bible and a Paradiß Gärtlein by Johann Arndt, as well as other edifying texts, in his small library. [footnoteRef:7]The Protestant chapter in Sibiu had in its collection inventoried in 1740 several books that were published in Halle, but not always by the orphanage publishers (e.g. Böhmeri / Just( i) Henn(ingi)/ Jus ecclesiasticum Protest(antium) ; Alberti /Mich(aelis)/ Jurisprudentia Medica, T(omus) I. Halae. 1725 ; Baumgartens / Siegm( und) Jacob)/ Theologische Zweifel. 1. bis 5. Samlung . Halle). [footnoteRef:8]The Sibiu deacon, preacher and teacher Johann Kaun, who died in 1747, had in his library a Michaelis Biblia Hebraica , printed in Halle, which cost 10 forints at the time, a considerable sum at the time. 	In the first half of the 18th century, Daniel Fronius (1672–1743), the parish priest of Kronstadt, read, among other works , A( ugust) H(ermann) Franken's Idea Studiosi Theologiae and Eiusdem's Brief Explanation of the Letter to the Romans (1709) in an orphanage edition. 	The highlighted examples clearly demonstrate, and can be summarized, that among the books preserved in the Transylvanian Saxon book catalogs, we find a relatively large number of titles that definitely have a provenance from Halle. However, the number of books whose place of printing is not listed in the catalogs may be much higher, but the brief title entries suggest a connection to Halle. However, as long as these books have not been found or identified beyond doubt, one can only rely on conjecture in connection with this suspicion.

2. Reconstructed book collections in Kronstadt
The reconstructed library holdings in Transylvania from the 18th century present a similar picture to the book catalogs. The massive presence of Halle's printed works can be convincingly demonstrated in several cases. Here, I will only briefly describe the results of a book project in Brasov. For many years, I have been working on the reconstruction of the historic library of the Brasov Gymnasium, whose holdings encompass many smaller book collections from Transylvanian Saxon and Hungarian private individuals. To date, more than five thousand titles have been compiled with detailed bibliographic descriptions, including owner entries and other handwritten notes. Of the numerous relevant examples related to the Orphanage Publishing House, which even in its time served as a symbol or trademark of a deeply pressing social reform movement, I will cite only a few in the following pages, paying particular attention to the illustration of the thematic diversity of the printed products. The selected examples significantly characterize the strong presence of the Francke worldview, which fantasizes about changing the world through Halle theological ideas and the promotion of culture and education, in the reading materials of the Transylvanian Saxons.
	In a collection of hymnals and epistles of the apostles, all published and printed in Kronstadt, is Johann Arndt's " Paradise Garden, Full of Christian Virtues, How to Plant the Soul in the Soul Through Devout, Instructive, and Comforting Prayers, " eleventh (1755) and twelfth (1758) editions, both printed in the Halle orphanage. [footnoteRef:13]The legal works of Jacob Friedrich Ludewig (1671–1723), such as "Introduction to the Consistorial Process" (Halle 1745, 9th edition), " Introduction to the Penal Process" (Halle 1750), or "Introduction to the Civil Process" (Halle 1768, 13th edition), seemed to be popular in the capital of the Burzenland region because they were available to high school students in multiple copies and various editions.[footnoteRef:14] [13: Current location: ABHK, signature: HB 386 [2] and HB 387 [2].]  [14: Current location of one of the anthologies: ABHK, signature: HB 130 [1–3].] 

The Halle Bibles, deliberately produced cheaply and in various formats, [footnoteRef:15]naturally represent an integral part of Transylvania's famous Protestant-minded institutional book collection. More than three dozen of these holy texts have been identified in Kronstadt to date. The iconic figure of Halle Pietism, August Hermann Francke, is also represented with his works. Readers in Burzenland were interested in topics far removed from the Transylvanian milieu. Examples include the reports of the first Protestant missions in the East Indies, [footnoteRef:16]such as the Sixty-Ninth Continuation of the Report of the Royal Danish Missionaries in the East Indies (Halle 1751). [footnoteRef:17]The son of the founder of Halle Pietism, August Gotthilf Francke (1696–1769), published Arndt's seminal work, " Four Books of True Christianity," several times. This is of wholesome repentance, heartfelt remorse and sorrow over sin, and true faith, as well as the holy life and conduct of true Christians . The eleventh edition, printed in Halle in 1755, can be found on the shelves of the Kronstadt Library. [footnoteRef:18]Johann Anastasius Freylinghausen (1670–1739), not incidentally the son-in-law of August Hermann Francke, must have been one of the most widely read authors among the Lutheran-minded Transylvanian Saxons in the 18th century. [footnoteRef:19]Freylinghausen, the future second director of Francke's institutions, included in his hymnal ( Geistreiches Gesangbuch ), printed in 1704 by the Waisenhausverlag and highly sought-after in Lutheran congregations, both the traditional and new hymns, such as those by the renowned German Lutheran hymn writer Paul Gerhardt (1607–1676). [footnoteRef:20]The lively melodies and rhythmic buoyancy of the new hymns made them popular for domestic use in daily religious practice and also influenced the church music of Johann Sebastian Bach (1685–1750) and the Halle-born George Frideric Handel (1685–1759). Several copies of this renowned hymnal were kept in the library of the local high school (e.g. the 3rd edition from 1725, [footnoteRef:21]the 8th from 1738 [footnoteRef:22]and the 18th edition from 1746 [footnoteRef:23]). The Lutheran theologian, pedagogue, librettist, poet, travel writer, hymn writer, and Prussian cultural politician August Hermann Niemeyer (1754–1828) also [footnoteRef:24]appears occasionally as the author of texts such as "Handbook for Christian Religious Teachers. Second Part. Homiletics, Pastoral Science, and Liturgics" (Halle 1800, 4th edition) [footnoteRef:25]and "Explanatory Notes and Additions to the Textbook for the Upper Religious Classes of Learned Schools" (Halle 1803, 2nd edition) [footnoteRef:26]. These and other Niemeyer works, written outside the period examined here, contributed to the lasting persistence of Halle ideas in Burzenland. The book Über die Leckereyen ( On Deliciousness ) by the Swedish author Bengt Bergius (1723–1784), published in Halle in 1792 [footnoteRef:27], probably found its readers among the Saxons in Transylvania who indulged in culinary delights.[footnoteRef:28] [27: Current location: ABHK, signature: HB 533 [1–2].]  [28: The modern edition of this quite entertaining work appeared a few years ago with comprehensive introductory studies: Christensson, Jakob (ed.): Bengt Bergius: Tal om läckerheter . The Transylvanian pilgrims who studied in Halle and later spread Francke's reform ideas throughout the world as theologians, teachers, civil servants, scholars, or politicians purchased books in their place of study to apply them at home for the benefit of their own and community interests. The university students often maintained lively and active relationships with their former alma mater even after returning home, which can be considered a true success of Halle's communications network. They corresponded with their former professors and pastors, to whom they often sent reports on the religious situation in Transylvania and current political events. They also regularly requested good advice and books to best fulfill their ministry in Transylvania. [footnoteRef:29]One of these pilgrims was Markus Tartler (1685–1757), who, after studying in Prague, Halle, and Bremen, had a distinguished career in his hometown, serving as a teacher at the local grammar school, then as a preacher, and finally as the city pastor of Kronstadt. [footnoteRef:30]According to handwritten entries in his books, which later expanded the holdings of the Honterus Gymnasium library, he purchased numerous prints during his travels abroad. For example, on December 13, 1707, he acquired a small-format anthology containing, among other prints, four works by August Hermann Francke, printed in the orphanage's office. His ownership entry also appears in Friedrich Hoffmann's (1660–1742) book [footnoteRef:31], "Kurze doch wesentlich historischen Beschreibung Des Saltz-Wercks in Halle" (Halle 1708) , about the famous Halle saltworks . Samuel Urlsperger (1685–1772), a Pietist theologian who reached Methuselah's age, [footnoteRef:33]published a series of journals in the printing press of the Halle orphanage. One issue of this ( Twelfth Continuation of the Detailed Reports of the Salzburg Emigrants Who Have Settled in America [Halle 1746]) [footnoteRef:34]was in the private library of another Kronstadt university student, namely the collection of Peter Clos (1703–1771), [footnoteRef:35]who, after studying in Halle, worked as a teacher at the Honterus Gymnasium and then as the city pastor of Kronstadt. It was no coincidence that he became interested in the journal, as from 1739 onward he worked for several years as a preacher to the exiles resettled from Carinthia to Kronstadt. [footnoteRef:36]In several book entries, he refers to himself as " Petrus Clos, Emigr. Pred. " or " Petrus Clos Emigr. Catecheta ." A volume of eleven early pious texts by Francke has survived from his private collection. [footnoteRef:37]This distinguished pilgrim also owned two very early orphanage prints: the work " Erläuterte Auffdeckung Des Betrugs und Aergernisses" (Halle 1699) by Albrecht Christian Roth (1651–1701) [footnoteRef:38]and the treatise " Sieg der Wahrheit In dem zeitherigen Mitteldings- und vergönneten Lust-Streit" (Halle 1700) by Gottfried Vockerodt (1665–1727). [footnoteRef:39]Clos, as a living example of the lively relations between Kronstadt and Halle, collected the Halle prints until the end of his life. The prints, all of which were produced in 1698 by the university printer Christian Henckel, appeared a few months before the typography of the Halle orphanage was put into operation. The former owner selected Francke’s sermons, each with long explanations, from the volume as follows (in the order in which they were bound): (1) A foretaste of eternal life / In a sermon on the Gospel of Matthew 17th, verses 1-9, presented on the 6th Sunday after Epiphany in 1698, InSt. George’s Church in Glauche, Halle ; (2) The Right Use of the Word of God / Or how the matter is to be approached so that the seed of the Word of God comes to true, ripe and abundant fruit? On the Sunday of Sexagesima in 1698, Ina sermon on the Gospel of Luke 19th. V. 4- 16, Inpresented to St. George's Church in Glaucha an Halle ; (3) The doctrine of enlightenment / in a sermon on the gospel of Luke XVIII, verses 31-43, 1698, Inpresented to St. George's Church in Glaucha an Halle on the Sunday after Quinquagesimæ in the year ; (4) The great consolation that comes with short effort and work / in a sermon on the gospel of John XVI, verses 16-23, 1697, Inpresented to St. George's Church in Glaucha an Halle on the Sunday of Jubilate in the year ; (5) Sermon on the false prophets / on the gospel of Matthew VII, verses 15-23. 1698, InPresented to St. George's Church in Glaucha an Halle on the 8th Sunday after Trinity in the year ; (6) Perseverance with Jesus / In which beginners in Christianity are awakened from their lethargy, encouraged to true steadfastness, and faithfully warned against the machinations of Satan / In a sermon on the Gospel Luke XXII, verses 24-30, 1698. The Kronstadt Gymnasium Library contains several copies of the robust textbook " Useful and Necessary Guide to Decent Manners / How to Conduct Oneself in Conversation, on Travel, in Letter Writing, and in Conducting Business Properly, Modestly, Orderly, and Wisely: Written for the Use of the Paedagogii Regii Zu Glaucha an Halle (Halle 1706, 1707, 1711), [footnoteRef:43]which was used for teaching at the Halle Pädagogium. This instruction, which sets forth the rules of moral behavior in a wide variety of situations, may have been an important reference for Gymnasium teachers in Kronstadt in the 18th century. During the 18th and first half of the 19th centuries, students at the Protestant Gymnasium in the capital of the Burzenland region used several textbooks and manuals produced in the printing shop of the Halle orphanage. These books included, among others, the volume "Sachsen -Spiegel / oder Das Sächsische Land-Recht" (Halle 1720), edited by Jacob Friedrich Ludewig (1671–1723), and [footnoteRef:46]the work " Die Geometrie in Tabellen, Zur günstiger und intensiver Vorbereitung der Jugend auf die ganze Mathematick" (Geometry in Tables, For a More Convenient and Thorough Preparation of Youth for All Mathematics). For use in the Pædagogio Regio at Glaucha near Halle (Halle 1739) by Georg Sarganeck (1702–1743), [footnoteRef:47]or the poetic collection of works Opera omnia poetica (Halle 1771) [footnoteRef:48]by Quintus Horatius Flaccus (65–8 BC), which was used for literature lessons, as well as the book Epistolae ad diversos, familiares aliis vocatae ad codices accvratissimos emendatae (Halle 1795), [footnoteRef:49]which contains letters from Cicero and could be considered an indispensable requisite for the teaching of eloquence. The same can be said of the various grammar books, published without exception by the Waisenhausverlag in Halle, some of which have already been discussed above. In addition to the school dramas, the historical books by Marcus Junianus Justinus (2nd–3rd centuries), such as Historiarvm libri XXXXIV, also have an influence. The list of Halle printed works from the 18th and 19th centuries that can still be found in Kronstadt today could be continued for a long time, but I'll stop here. Instead, based on the reconstructed section of the Kronstadt Gymnasium library, I will summarize that approximately ten percent of the cataloged collection consists of books and reading materials with a Halle-inspired spirit. Almost half of the works in question were produced in the Halle orphanage's own printing shop and published and distributed by its own bookstore. All this convincingly demonstrates that the intellectual charisma of the educational institutions operating within the foundations established by August Hermann Francke, and more generally the cultural echo of Halle, exerted a very strong influence on the Transylvanian Saxons. [footnoteRef:52]Pietistic ideas, the ideas of the (early ) Enlightenment , and the practical knowledge imparted by Halle textbooks found fertile ground in the German-populated regions of Transylvania. In the case of the Transylvanian Saxons, it seems clear that Francke's ideas became reality, and the spiritual and confessional missions from Halle to the east of the Danube-Carpathian region brought obvious results and perceptible benefits. Francke built a school system that accommodated all social classes, providing every child with a broad education that was tailored to their individual talents. [footnoteRef:53]Based on the historical examples from Kronstadt, it can be reasonably claimed that this attitude and worldview were considered sympathetic and receptive among the Germans of Transylvania, as the diversity of printed matter from Halle seemed to perfectly satisfy every age, every level of interest, and every interest group. 	At the end of this chapter, I would like to briefly draw attention to a remarkable phenomenon concerning Kronstadt. After the fire of the great library in 1689, the valuable book collection was replaced and restored through numerous donations. The donors were almost exclusively Transylvanian Saxon citizens who had previously studied in Halle. During their stays there and after their return home, they purchased many prints that conveyed the Halle spirit and were often printed in the city on the banks of the Saale, usually at the orphanage's publishing house. These works demonstrate the vibrant presence of Halle ideas among the Saxons. [footnoteRef:54]Pietist-minded edifying literature and books on lifestyle and knowledge transfer ushered in a new era in the holdings of the Kronstadt Gymnasium Library and imparted Francke's educational concept to Lutheran students. 3. Tolerated denominational heresy or transmission of culture?
Throughout history, Pietists have been accused of heresy, sectarianism, defamation, and misinterpretation of the truths of the faith on several occasions. Within the widely branched ideological system of Pietism (Reformed Pietism, Pietistic Separatism, Radical Pietism, Moravian Pietism, Württemberg Pietism, Speculative Pietism, etc.), [footnoteRef:57]there were likely branches where some of the above accusations could be accepted as true. In the context of Halle Pietism, which had a great influence in the Carpathian Basin, I consider these stigmatizing slanders to be exaggerated. The spiritual, occasionally mystical manifestations of religious experience, the often almost violent, temporal practice of Christian virtues and love, the political lobby based on a carefully cultivated, densely woven network of relationships and masterfully exploited, and the successful application of economic principles that still have an impact today were able to catch the eye of many people. Furthermore, their efforts to reform their own church could also trigger the disapproval of their church elders, but the Halle Pietists were nevertheless considered heretics and not tolerated in Lutheran circles. 	In the case of Transylvania, this cultural reception of Halle Pietism, based on a theological foundation, can be clearly demonstrated. In my opinion, this finding can be defended by the following arguments:
(1) Although the large-scale pilgrimage from Transylvania to Halle was primarily religiously motivated and oriented, it ultimately contributed to the development of the secularizing elite formation of intellectuals, the general deepening of scientific and professional activity, and the comprehensive social distribution of culture in the broadest sense of the word, both in individual and institutional form.[footnoteRef:58] [58: See a Fata, Márta / Kurucz, Gyula / Schindling, Anton (eds.): Peregrinatio Hungarica. (2) The use of books by Transylvanian Saxon citizens in the 18th century can be considered widespread. This is revealed by the book lists in the estate inventories and the frequent owner entries and marginal notes in the discovered copies. The thematic diversity of the Halle prints is quite broad: the series ranges from edifying literature to various publications on specialized subjects , legal studies, and everyday practical knowledge, all the way to the most diverse schoolbooks. A general view of the book material paints a picture of cultural transfer rather than a spiritual mission. The perception of the time and the social milieu cannot, of course, be abstracted from the question of denominationalism, but its dominance is broken by the science-oriented and pedagogically imbued worldview of the emerging Enlightenment.[footnoteRef:59] [59: Verók, Attila: Halle-Hungarian Cultural Contacts as Reflected in the Historical Collections of the Francke Foundations in Halle (17th–18th Centuries). (3) The show trials and censorship measures against individuals from Halle who had been accused of Pietism, and against Halle-minded ideas, failed one after the other in Transylvania. Here, I will only refer to the most well-known case, which was brought in 1713 against the rector of the Lutheran Gymnasium in Sibiu, Christoph Nicolaus Voigt (1678–1732). The result was that the former tutor of Francke's children and theologian who was committed to Halle Pietism and the most authentic mediator of the Pietist philosophy in Eastern Europe, was expelled from Transylvania. [footnoteRef:60]Since the Transylvanian "judges" could not condemn Voigt in theological terms, because only a few books from his library had been classified as "suspicious," they found much to criticize in his pedagogical and cultural ideas. (4) The Transylvanian-Saxon "national or nation library" not discussed in this essay—that is, the Brukenthal Library in Hermannstadt [footnoteRef:61]and the library of the Honterus Gymnasium in Kronstadt, which is presented in detail here, as well as the book lists and reconstructed private book collections of the Saxon citizens—conspicuously contained a large number of Halle prints in the 18th century. This claim refers in particular to the Kronstadt institutional book collection, where the number of Halle prints is very high. The reason for this—as briefly outlined above—is probably that the holdings of the Gymnasium library, which was almost completely destroyed in the great city fire (1689), were increased in the three to four decades following its destruction, mainly through book donations from individuals attending the newly founded (1694) and highly sought-after University of Halle. Since they purchased numerous locally published books at the place of their studies, and after their return home, often had Halle books transported to Transylvania with their university-attending compatriots who were staying in Halle, it seems no surprise that the newly revived Kronstadt Library took on a pietistic theological and, temporarily, a Halle-like appearance in the cultural sense. This snapshot, which immortalizes the state of Kronstadt's book landscape in the first half of the 18th century, at least suggests something of this kind. (5) The inclination of Transylvanian Saxon secular and ecclesiastical dignitaries toward Philippism, which is clearly evident in the composition of their book collections, is connected to the general popularity of the views of Philipp Melanchthon (1497–1560), which proclaimed peaceful reconciliation between denominations and cultures, in contrast to the orthodox theological outlook of Martin Luther (1483–1546). The intellectual presence of Melanchthon, who was open to culture (history, literature, science, etc.), in the reading materials of Transylvanian Saxons draws our attention once again to the comprehensive cultural impact of Halle Pietism, which encompasses irenic, Philippist, and proto-ecumenical styles of thought. From the archival and library materials uncovered so far in Hermannstadt, and especially in Brasov, it emerges that at least some of the Transylvanian-Saxon intelligentsia, most of whom lived in cities and owned books—primarily those who had studied in Halle—were considered receptive to the Halle variant of Pietism. At the beginning of the 18th century, Pietism was still considered mystical and suspect, but after it was accepted as a reform movement within Lutheranism, it could no longer be stigmatized as "heresy" or a nonconformist intellectual attitude in the German- and Hungarian-populated areas of Transylvania. From the mid-18th century onward, Halle Pietism was a tolerated religious denomination and practice, so that reading books and texts of a Pietist persuasion was no longer forbidden, but rather fashionable. In this regard, the so-called reading revolution that swept through Europe, especially Western Europe, in the Enlightenment century cannot be ignored. This revolution created the extensive reader—that is, one seeking modern, secularized, individual entertainment and consuming books primarily with the goal of acquiring information. [footnoteRef:65]The teachings of Halle Pietism thus emerged at an opportune time and place in cultural history for their successful dissemination. I am not saying that the Pietist attitude would not have become fashionable in other parts of the world, including Transylvania, without the reading craze, but this medium certainly played a role in the spread of this "Pietist virus." Because Pietism was characterized by a certain adaptability and diverse manifestations, Pietist ideas could be received in various ways into the ecclesiastical and/or cultural life of individual countries and societies in Europe and even beyond. The ideology of Halle Pietism was thus present in Transylvania in the second half of the 18th century, albeit in a much weaker form: While early Pietism developed at least partially in harmony with the ideas of the Early Enlightenment, fully developed Pietism no longer supported the ideas of the Late Enlightenment and thus the emerging new scientific worldview. Its distinctiveness and its mobilizing forces were lost due to "silent incorporation" by church and state. The valuable body of thought that brought about the largest early modern social reform movement after the Reformation and that was based on a complex worldview thus became an "interesting splash of color" on the palette of Transylvanian cultural history in the third third of the 18th century. In conclusion, although Halle Pietism no longer represents a living intellectual heritage in the Danube-Carpathian region, and its former significant presence is only kept up to date through cultural-historical research, the situation in the city of Halle an der Saale is fortunately quite different. There, the Francke spirit has been perpetuated uninterruptedly for three hundred years. The former institutions continue to function and shape the lives of thousands of people every day, from daycare centers to retirement homes.
