Learning outcomes:

Knowledge

The graduate of the course will have knowledge of Ukrainian literature of the 19th century, will
learn about the linguistic issues of Ukrainian literature in the first decades of the 19. century,
the works of 1. Kotlyarevsky. He will get acquainted with the sentimental-realistic prose of the
author M. Vovchok, as well as with the work of the great of Ukrainian literature

T. H. Shevchenko; he will get to know the creator of the first Ukrainian historical novel: P.
Kulish or the so-called "great prose" of Ukrainian realism (I. Nechuy - Levyckyj, P. Myrnyj).
Skills

He/she can evaluate the literary process and its most important representatives, analyse the
work of individual writers; he can distinguish literary romanticism of Western Ukraine from its
manifestations in Eastern Ukraine.

Competencies

Graduates of this discipline are able to apply the acquired knowledge in historical and
cultural research of Ukrainian literature and, ultimately, in practice, in the translation of
fiction.

Course content:

The formation of new Ukrainian literature. Ivan Kotlyarevsky. A fable of the first half of the
19th century. Sentimentalism. Romanticism. Formation of new Ukrainian literature in Western
Ukraine and tendencies of its development. H. Kvitka-Osnovjanenko. T. Shevchenko. The
development of literature in the 50s and 60s of the 19 century. Mark Vovchok's anti-slavery
art program. The fable of the second half

19. century. Yurii Fedkovich. Historical novel - P. Kulish. Family novel-chronicle - A.
Svydnyckj.
