Learning outcomes: 

Knowledge  
The graduate of the course will acquire basic knowledge in the field of Slovak graphics, 

orthoepy, orthography and grammar, will enrich their terminological apparatus in the 
discipline, will know the declension of nouns of the male and female gender; conjugation of 

modal and verbs; acquires new vocabulary and masters grammar rules.  
Skills  
Can consciously choose the most appropriate vocabulary to communicate on these topics 

in the Slovak language, decline nouns according to paradigms chlap, hrdina, dub, stroj, 
žena, ulica and demonstrative pronouns, conjugate regular verbs in the present tense, 

formulate and answer basic questions.  
Competencies 

Can compare Slovak graphics and orthography with Ukrainian, identify disagreements   
in the Ukrainian and Slovak paradigm of declension of masculine and feminine nouns, to 
speak in Slovak on the above topics.  

 
Course content: Oral expression, written expression (reproductive and productive). 

Conversation topics: Polite phrases (Addressing. Meeting. Invitation. Greetings. 

Acknowledgement. Family (I am a part of the family. Kinship dates). Human (Working day. Free 

time). Housing (My house, my room). Why we learn Slovak. How we communicate at the border. 

Language culture - correct use and conjugation of verbs, declension of nouns. Phonetic and 

grammar exercises. 

 
➢ Courtesy phrases. The saluation. Meeting. Invitation. Greetings. Acknowledgement. Toast. 

Compliment. Expression of agreement, disagreement. Apology. Agreeable and evasive 

answers.). 

➢ Time data: days, months, seasons, year. 
➢ Family. Me as part of the family. Human (His appearance. Its mental qualities).  
➢ Life: daily routine, weekdays and family holidays, family events, leisure activities.  



➢ Housing. In the city.  In a village. Differences, advantages and disadvantages of living in 

the city and the village. Household hygiene. Housing then and now. Housing 

beautification.
