2 hours of seminars per week, total per semester: 0/26

Study grade: 2nd level (Mgr. - master’s degree)  
Prerequisites:   
Conditions for passing the course:  
At the end of the semester, there will be a control (interpretation of short and medium texts 5-7 

minutes with the use of notation), for which the student can get a maximum of 70 points. Active 

preparation for the seminar, active participation (allowed max. 2 absences), and active work in 

seminars will be required. Seminar work will be evaluated by 30 points (for completing the 

required tasks). In total, the student can get 100 points. An A grade requires at least 90 points, a B 

grade requires at least 80 points, a C grade requires at least 70 points, a D grade requires at least 

60 points and an E grade requires at least 50 points. Credits will not be granted to a student who 

scores less than 50 points in total.  
Learning outcomes:  
Knowledge: The student knows the principles of vertical text notation. The student knows the 
principles of shortening in-text notation. The student knows the symbols from the areas he/she 

is taking over during the notation. The student knows the vocabulary, established connections, 

and language clichés in the field of culture: books and magazines, music, theater, film and 
film festivals, fine arts, and galleries.  
The student knows the method of interpreting from the sheet and also other methods: 
whispering, interpreting with and without notation, interpreting in parts and in units, etc.  
Skills: The student is able to select key information from the heard text. The student is able to 

notate key information. The student is able to note the heard text vertically. The student 
masters the vocabulary of the areas listed in the syllabus. Can interpret from a sheet and use 

other interpreting methods/techniques. He/she has the interpreting skills needed for the 

middle consecutive.  
Competences: The student is able to interpret texts with low and medium consecutive from the 
letter and use the other techniques consecutively. Uses acquired symbols in notation.
