Learning outcomes:

Knowledge

The student has a general knowledge of Ukrainian literature of the 20th century. The student
is acquainted with literary trends and their individual representatives. The student knows the
historical and social context in which modern literature developed in the first half of the 20th
century, he knows about its developmental tendencies.

Skills

After completing the course, the student can independently incorporate individual literary
works into a broader socio-political framework and define the impact of historical events on
the work of writers. The student pays attention to specific concepts of writers, can analyze
literary production by typical methods, define its meaning, the extent of social influence, and
its place in the literary-historical process.

Competencies

The student can apply the knowledge he/she has acquired in modern literature classes. The
student is prepared to better understand the context in the scope of the literary development of
Ukrainian literature in the first half of the 20th century. The student masters the method of
interpretation of a literary work, he/she can participate in cultural life. The student has the
opportunity to use the acquired professional competencies in the performance of translation
practice.

The crisis of "nationality” at the turn of the century.

The first and second waves of modernism.

Literary discussion 1925-28.

Philosophical trends of the 20th century and Ukrainian literature.

Literary directions. Impressionism. expressionism, symbolism, futurism, neoclassicism.
Ukrainian emigrant literature. Catholic modernism.
