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M e a s u r e   o f   t h e   D e a n  of the FMB UP in Prešov No.  1/2013 on: 

The setting of the minimum study, research and publication requirements, and other standards of doctoral studies at the Faculty of Management and business UP in Prešov
In order to further improve and raise the standards of doctoral study, with regard to the valid criteria of comprehensive accreditation of universities in the Slovak Republic, as well as the financing of doctoral studies and the methodology of breakdown of subsidies from the State budget to public universities valid since 2012, approved by the Minister of Education, Research and Sport of the Slovak Republic, as well as on the basis of the decision of the Doctoral Board of the Faculty of Management and Business UP in Prešov of 17 June 2013, for all doctoral students (in full-time and part-time form of study) of the study programme Management in study field 3.3.15 Management and study programme Environmental Management in study field 4.3.3 Environmental Management at the Faculty of Management and Business of the University of Prešov in Prešov, in addition to others previous requirements, the following minimum standard obligations apply, which are hereby supplemented, and the validity of this amendment begins on 17 June 2013.
The following listed minimum standards also include in some points those requirements of doctoral students that have been in force so far:

1. Carry out research activities throughout the whole study and present its results annually at a doctoral workshop (the workshop is held at least once in each academic year).

2. Complete all 4 compulsory courses.

3. Complete at least 2 of the compulsory elective courses offered during the whole study - these courses and also exams can be taken even before they are listed in the approved recommended study plan for doctoral studies.
4. Collect at least 240 credits for the entire doctoral study.
5. In the structure of all credits, obtain at least 155 credits for scientific research and publishing activities during doctoral studies (scientific research projects, publications exclusively in scientific journals, scientific monographs, etc., appearances at scientific conferences). Within the framework of publishing activities, one of the elementary and primary necessary conditions for permission to conduct the defense of the final dissertation, in addition to other publications, is the proof of published at least five scientific publications.
6. Successful completion of the dissertation examination, where the defended written part of the dissertation examination (always opposed by the opponent outside the UP) is the output of the doctoral student's research work and must contain an accurate and final description of the research methodology and research procedure of the dissertation.
7. Successfully defend the quality and RESEARCH-oriented dissertation based on one's own research, which at the same time contains a clear added value and contribution to the development of theory in the field and for practice.

8. For all doctoral students who have been admitted to FMB UP for study from the academic year 2012/2013: Referring to their publication activity, each PhD student (in both forms of study) has to meet at least one of the following requirements a) – d) as one of the basic conditions for accepting the application for the dissertation defense: 
a) To publish at least 5 scientific studies in scientific journals including at least 2 registered in the WOS databases. 
b) To publish at least 5 scientific studies in scientific journals including at least 3 registered in the SCOPUS database.

c) To publish at least 5 scientific studies in scientific journals including at least 1 registered in the WOS databases as well as one scientific monograph (assessed as a scientific monograph by the Doctoral Board on the doctoral study at the FM UP in Prešov before allowing the dissertation defense). 

d) To publish at least 5 scientific studies in scientific journals including at least 2 registered in the  SCOPUS database as well as one scientific monograph (assessed as a scientific monograph by the Doctoral Board at the FMB UP in Prešov before allowing the dissertation defense). 

In case of other combinations of the above-mentioned publication outputs (a) – d)) that are not of lower quality, the decision is made by the Doctoral Board at the FMB UP.

e) During a whole period of study, to undertake at least a month scientific-research stay related to the theme of the dissertation thesis at the international research and/or higher education institution.  

9) For all those other doctoral students who do not pass the dissertation exam by 31 August 2013 and at the same time do not belong to the group of doctoral students defined in the previous point No. 8, one of the conditions for permission to defend the final dissertation is publishing at least 1 publication unit in Scopus or WoS database, or 1 scientific monograph (assessed as a scientific monograph by the Doctoral Board at FMB UP in Prešov before the authorization of the dissertation).

10) For all doctoral students who have been accepted to FMB UP for studies from the academic year 2012/2013: During the entire study (or its remaining part after July 1, 2013) to complete at least one at least one-month scientific research internship focusing on the topic of the dissertation on foreign scientific-research, resp. pedagogical workplace.

11) During the entire study (or its remaining part after July 1, 2013), each full-time doctoral student is required to be a member of the research team in at least one research grant, which is registered in national domestic or foreign research agencies, and this grant must be solved and managed at the Faculty of Management and Business UP in Prešov. To report always specific measurable results for solving your partial assigned research task in the research grant. The membership of an external doctoral student in the research team is also recommended (in the event of such a possibility, especially at the Faculty of Management and Business UP or at universities outside the Faculty of Management and Business UP, or in practice).

12) During the entire study (or its remaining part after July 1, 2013), each full-time doctoral student is required to lead (or be a member of) at least one research grant registered with the GAMA or GAPU agency.
13) Each full-time doctoral student according to the instructions of his/her supervisor (after the agreement of the supervisor with the head of the relevant department) and the instructions of the faculty management is obliged to perform quality supervision of the bachelor's theses of FMB UP students. In terms of procedure (from the announcement of the topics of bachelor's theses to the preparation of supervisory reports), the student of full-time doctoral study is obliged to follow the instructions of the head of the relevant department, including factual and time checks. All doctoral students are obliged to assess the bachelor's theses of FMB UP students in the form of opponent's assessments, while the bachelor's theses will be assigned to them by the head of the relevant department. The full-time doctoral student is obliged to ensure quality teaching of assigned subjects at seminars and exercises, which is controlled.

14. Full-time doctoral students are obliged to attend the workplace regularly, according to the supervisor's instructions, at the same time providing consultations to students during the offered consultation hours.

15. All doctoral students have to regularly perform the tasks set by the supervisor, which are checked by the supervisor and recorded in the supervisor's diary.

16. All doctoral students have to obtain the minimum number of credits, in order to proceed to the next year of study.

17. At the same time, all existing rules, conditions, and regulations valid for doctoral studies at FMB UP apply to each doctoral student.
