- Two weeks before the
end of the semester, students take a written test. - Percentage of individual tasks in the overall evaluation of students: active
participation in lectures: 40%, (2) seminar work: 30%, (3) written test: 30%. To obtain an A rating (excellent) he must obtain at least
90%, to obtain a B rating 80%, to obtain a C rating at least 70%, to obtain a D rating at least 60%, to obtain an E rating at least 50%.
A student who obtains less than 50% will be graded FX. The final evaluation is calculated as the average of the evaluation of active
participation in seminars, submission of a seminar paper and a final written test.

Knowledge
- Explain the essence of the basic changes in 10.-11. stor. (focusing on Slovak, Ruthenian and Ukrainian): (1) extinction and
vocalization of the eras, (2) denazalization and (3) contraction.
- To determine the basic features of the dialect basis of standard Ruthenian: the starting point of codification became dialects from the
eastern region of the Ruthenian macro-area
- To characterize the similarities and differences of standard Ruthenian and standard Slovak, standard Ruthenian and standard
Ukrainian and standard Ruthenian and standard Polish.
Skills
- Incorporate the Ruthenian language into the family of Slavic languages and define its place in the group of so-called Slavic literary
microlanguages.
- Characterize Carpathian Ruthenian and its basic variants: (1) in eastern Slovakia, (2) in south-eastern Poland (so-called lemkovčina),
(3) in Transcarpathian Ukraine, (4) in Hungary (Ruthenian is here in the stage of revitalization) and (5) ) in Vojvodina, Serbia
(Vojvodina Ruthenian with a West Slavic language base).
- To define the periodization of the history of the Ruthenian language beginning with the disintegration of the Proto-Slavic unity in
the 10th century. and ending in the second half of the 18th century, when the first attempts were made to codify the literary Slavic
languages (with a focus on the Eastern group).
Competences
- On the basis of the acquired knowledge to be able to work with the Ruthenian text from the pre-script period, with professional
literature in information library databases.
- To master the basics of interpretation of the Ruthenian text from a synchronous and diachronic point of view.

Course content:

1. The place of the Ruthenian language in the family of Slavic languages. Division of Slavic languages. Settlement of northeastern
Slovakia during the Wallachian colonization in the 14th - 17th century.
2. Basic phonological changes in the 10th century. (Extinction and vocalization of cranes, denasalization, contraction) and their
relative chronologies.
3. Periodization of the history of the Ruthenian language.
4. Extinction and vocalization of jeros in Slovak, Ukrainian and Ruthenian. Structural (internal) causes of unequal variations in jers.
Changes in the phonological system after the extinction of cranes.
5. Denazalization (extinction of nostrils) in Slovak, Ukrainian and Ruthenian. Relative chronologies of contraction and
denasalization.
6. Development of prosodic properties in Slovak, Ukrainian and Ruthenian.
7. Liquidity metathesis and its results in three basic groups of Slavic languages.
8. An overview of the basic differential features of the languages of the West Slavic, East Slavic and South Slavic groups.
9. Characteristics of standard Ruthenian from a genetic and typological point of view.
10. Similarities and differences of standard Ruthenian in relation to standard Slovak, Ukrainian and Polish.
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Language which is necessary to complete the course: Ruthenian, Slovak, Ukrainian
