continuous assessment continuous assessment During the semester, the student continues to work on seminars in the form of practical
exercises to acquire the skills of practical communication in the Ruthenian normative language. At each seminar, one student prepares
a presentation on a pre-selected topic. He will process it in the form of a seminar paper (in the range of 2.5 - 3 standard pages) and
also in a power-point presentation with free commentary. Topics are presented to students at the beginning of the semester (student
works on a total of 4 topics). Based on grammatical errors in students' works, the lecturer gradually explains the individual
orthographic rules, taking into account the fact that students have already completed the discipline of phonetics and phonology of the
Ruthenian language and know how to comment on some phonological phenomena appearing in orthography compared to orthoepy.
Based on the mastered orthography, students are able to distinguish dialect texts and texts in the Ruthenian normative language. The
condition for granting credits is active participation in seminars, submission of seminar papers and their presentation to colleagues,
completion of all worksheets (or dictations and work assignments). To obtain an A rating (excellent) he must obtain at least 92%, to
obtain an B rating 84%, to obtain a C rating at least 76%, to obtain a D rating 65%, to obtain an E rating at least 51%. A student who
obtains less than 51% will be graded FX. The final evaluation is calculated as the average of the evaluation of individual evaluations
of worksheets and evaluations of the developed topics, and the activity at seminars is also taken into account.
