At the end of
the semester, the student takes a written test. To obtain an A rating (excellent) he must obtain at least 90%, to obtain a B rating 80%,
to obtain a C rating at least 70%, to obtain a D rating 60%, to obtain an E rating at least 50%. A student who obtains less than 50%
will be graded FX. The final evaluation is calculated as the average of the evaluation of the seminar work (30%), its PP-presentation
(20%), seminar activities (20%) and final test (30%).
