Form of assessment:

exam The condition for passing the exam is successful completion of two written examinations of 20 points during the semester, of
which the student must obtain at least 12 points each, active participation in lectures and seminars with tolerance of three justified
absences, which will be replaced by consultations and substitute work. The final grade is the average of the evaluation for the activity
in the seminars (20%), the test results 20 points + 20 points (40%) and the oral answer (40%). To obtain an A rating (excellent) he
must obtain at least 90%, to obtain a B rating 80%, to obtain a C rating at least 70%, to obtain a D rating 60%, to obtain an E rating at
least 50%. A student who obtains less than 50% will be graded FX.

1. Language levels and their basic units. 2. Composition as a science of syntactic level and its division. 3. Syntagmatics as a science
of connecting words in a sentence. What is syntagma. 4. Division of warehouses. Grammatical means (joining words). 5. Sentence
members - basic and developing and their further division. 6. Sentence, division of sentences: a) according to composition, b)
according to content, c) according to segmentation 7. Sentence. Assigning (H + H) and subordinating (H + V) and their internal
division. 8. Procedure for parsing a sentence into individual sentence members. 9. How do we ask about individual sentence
members? (Who? What does he do? What? When? Where? How? What? What does he write?) 10. Identify sentence members, part of
speech in sentences and represent sentences graphically.
