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In the introduction, the author should provide a concise description of current knowledge or practice in the field constituting the subject of the dissertation/thesis, specifying the methods used, the importance and aims of the dissertation/thesis, and the main sources of information used.

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The conclusion of the dissertation/thesis contains objective conclusions, a summarisation of the dissertation/thesis and the author's own insights or opinions with regard to the stated aims and any hypotheses of the dissertation/thesis. The conclusions must be consistent with the interpretation, arguments, considerations, description and reasoning in the body of the dissertation/thesis
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Summary in the Slovak language is a compulsory part of the thesis, if it is written in a
foreign language. The length is at most 10% of the final thesis. The summary may also be
given in a language other than Slovak, if the supervisor deems it necessary
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
