The Bible below the surface

On Thursday, December 18, 2025, in the evening hours, a public lecture with the title
"Bethlehem: the myth of Christmas or a real place of hope?" was held at the Greek-Catholic
Theological Faculty, whose guest and main speaker was Mons. FrantiSek Trstensky, diocesan
bishop of Spis. In his lecture, Mons. Trstensky focused on the cultural-historical background of
the texts that describe the story of the birth of Jesus Christ. This lecture was the first in the
series “Bible under the surface: the archeology of faith”. The event enjoyed wide interest, both
among students and the professional and lay public.

This series of meetings is intended for all who are not afraid to ask questions about the Bible, its
origin, historical and scientific context. The goal of the event is to offer space for discussion and
research of biblical stories from the point of view of biblical theology, archeology and general
history. Combining science, history and faith, this lecture series provides a space for discussion
about one of the most influential books in human history.
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
