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1. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Generative Al in Slovak Upper Secondary EFL Classes:
Redefining Writing Competence and Assessment Strategies in the Age of Large
Language Models (Generativna umela inteligencia na hodinach anglického jazyka na
slovenskych gymnaziach: Redefinovanie kompetencie pisania a stratégii hodnotenia v dobe
velkych jazykovych modelov) SJ/AJ

Anotacia: Praca skiima vplyv nastrojov Al (ako ChatGPT) na pisomné zru¢nosti slovenskych
stredoskolakov pripravujicich sa na maturitu. Cielom je navrhnit novy ramec pre hodnotenie
pisania, ktory sa postva od hodnotenia produktu (hotova esej) k hodnoteniu procesu (tvorba
zadania, editdcia, kriticka analyza vystupu Al), pricom by praca mala reagovat’ na vyzvy
spojen¢ s akademickou integritou.

Abstract: This thesis investigates the impact of Al tools (like ChatGPT) on the writing skills
of Slovak secondary school students preparing for the "Maturita" exam. It aims to propose a
new framework for assessing writing that moves away from product-oriented assessment (the
final essay) to process-oriented assessment (prompts, editing, critical analysis of Al output),
addressing the challenges of academic integrity.

2. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Kiriticka digitilna gramotnost’ vo vyucbe anglického
jazyka: Budovanie odolnosti voci dezinformaciam u slovenskych dospievajicich Ziakov
(Critical Digital Literacy in EFL: Developing Resilience Against Disinformation Among
Slovak Teenage Learners)SJ/AJ

Anotacia: Praca skima potencial hodin anglictiny ako priestoru na rozvoj kritickej medialne;
gramotnosti. Ked’Ze mnoZstvo dezinformac¢ného obsahu, ktory prijima slovenskd mladez,
pochéadza z anglického jazyka, vyskum navrhne a overi intervencie na baze CLIL. Tie by ucili
jazykové zru€nosti prostrednictvom analyzy fake news, hoaxov a algoritmov socidlnych sieti.

Abstract: This thesis explores the potential of the EFL classroom to serve as a space for
developing critical media literacy. Since much of the online disinformation content consumed
by Slovak youth is in English (or translated from it), the research designs and tests CLIL-
based interventions (Content and Language Integrated Learning) that teach language skills
through the analysis of fake news, hoaxes, and social media algorithms.
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3. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Ocakavania a akademicka pripravenost’ Studentov
filologickych Studijnych programov: lingvodidakticka analyza - pripadova Stadia
(Expectations and Academic Preparedness of Students in Philological Study Programmes: A
Linguodidactic Analysis — a Case Study) SJ/AJ

Anotacia: Od univerzitného Studenta sa ocakava, ze bude schopny samostatne pracovat,
planovat’ svoj progres, vyuzivat’ uebné stratégie. TaktieZ sa oCakava, ze primerane pracuje
s informacnymi zdrojmi a je schopny komentovat’ ich, koherentne zhrnut’ svoje argumenty do
akademickych Studenta a ich pripravenostou ako aj ich o¢akavaniami sa zvacsil. Cielom tejto
prace je popisat’ tieto diskrepancie v skupine Studentov filologicky orientovanych studijnych
programov, ktorych $tadium je néarocnejSie o to, ze ich Studium je realizované v cudzom
jazyku, a navrhnut rieSenia. Predpokladané metdody vyskumu su prehlad literatiry,
spracovanie existujucich Statistickych tdajov, testy a rozhovory, ¢im na zodpovedanie otazok
bude vyuzity zmieSany pristup.

Abstract: University students are expected to be able to work independently, plan their own
learning progress, and use appropriate learning strategies. They are also expected to work
adequately with information sources, to comment on them, and to coherently summarise their
arguments in academic writing. In recent years, the gap between students’ preparedness for
university study and their expectations has widened. The aim of this thesis is to describe these
discrepancies in a group of students enrolled in philologically oriented study programmes,
whose studies are particularly demanding because they are conducted in a foreign language,
and to propose possible solutions. The anticipated research methods include a literature
review, analysis of existing statistical data, tests, and interviews. A mixed-methods approach
will be used to answer the research questions.

4. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Uloha uéiteP'skych kognicii v implementicii principov na
uciaceho sa orientovanej vyucby v lingvodidaktickej praxi (Teachers’ cognition as a
mediating factor in the limited implementation of learner-oriented principles in foreign
language education) SJ/AJ

Anotacia: Téma vychadza z predpokladu, Ze napriek silnému teoretickému ukotveniu a
kurikularnej podpore na uciaceho sa orientovanych pristupov v cudzojazy¢nom vzdeldvani
zostava ich uplatiovanie v pedagogickej praxi €asto obmedzené. Jednym z kI'i¢ovych, no
stale nedostatocne preskiimanych faktorov tohto stavu st ucitel'ské kognicie, ktoré vyznamne
ovplyviiuji pedagogické rozhodovanie, vyber metdd a sposob interpreticie kurikularnych
poziadaviek. Praca skima, aké typy presvedCeni a mentalnych modelov podporuju alebo
naopak brania uplatiovaniu Studentocentrickych pristupov, a akym sposobom sa tieto
kognicie formuju v kontexte profesijnej skusenosti, inStituciondlnych podmienok a
vzdelavacej kultury. Metodologicky je praca koncipovana ako kvalitativna, resp. zmieSana
Studia, vyuzivajuca kombinéciu polostruktirovanych rozhovorov, pozorovani vyucovania a
analyzy reflexivnych vypovedi u€itel'ov cudzich jazykov.

Abstract: The study is grounded in the assumption that, despite strong theoretical foundations
and substantial curricular support for learner-oriented approaches in foreign language
education, their implementation in classroom practice remains limited. One of the key, yet
still under-researched, factors contributing to this situation is teachers’ cognition, which plays
a significant role in shaping pedagogical decision-making, the selection of instructional
strategies, and the interpretation of curricular requirements. The study explores which types of
beliefs and mental models facilitate, or conversely constrain, the adoption of learner-centred
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approaches, and how these cognitions are formed and negotiated within the context of
teachers’ professional experience, institutional conditions, and broader educational culture.
Methodologically, the study adopts a qualitative or mixed-methods design, drawing on a
combination of semi-structured interviews, classroom observations, and the analysis of
teachers’ reflective accounts.

1. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Literarne texty vo vyucovani cudzich jazykov (Literary text
in ESL classroom) AJ

Anotacia: Praca skima vyuZitie literarnych textov v uc¢ebniciach anglického jazyka. Cielom
prace je zmapovat spOsoby vyuzitia textov v ucebniciach a identifikovat' najputavejSie
aktivity a metody pre Studentov aj ucitelov. Okrem toho skiima, ¢i vySSia miera zapojenia
koreluje s lepSim porozumenim textu. Pre porovnanie, ucebnice franctizskeho jazyka
zaCletiuju literdrne texty takmer vylucne od urovne B2. Kym niektoré zdoraziuji ich
esteticki hodnotu, vacsSina ich spractiiva ako bezné vecné texty alebo ich nevyuziva vobec. V
prvej faze sa Studia zameriava na zber Udajov. Ich néslednd analyza poskytne komplexny
prehl'ad roznych pristupov k literarnym textom v ucebniciach anglického jazyka. Nakoniec sa
praca zameriava na to, ako ucitelia integruju literdrne texty do svojej vyucby a aky vplyv
maju ich stratégie na porozumenie textu.

Abstract: The thesis explores the use of literary texts in English language textbooks. The aim
is to map the ways literary texts are implemented and identify the most engaging activities
and methods for both students and teachers. Additionally, it examines whether higher
engagement correlates with better text comprehension. For comparison, French-language
textbooks tend to incorporate literary texts almost exclusively from level B2 onward. While a
few emphasize their aesthetic value, most treat them as ordinary non-fiction texts or do not
use them at all. In the first phase, the study focuses on data collection. The subsequent
analysis provides a comprehensive overview of various approaches to literary texts in English
textbooks. Finally, the research examines how teachers integrate literary texts into their
teaching practices and the impact of their strategies on reading comprehension.

1. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Nastroje generativnej umelej inteligencie v procese
cudzojazyCnej vyucby — sucasny stav, perspektivy a vyzvy (Generative Artificial
Intelligence Tools in Foreign Language Teaching — Current State, Perspectives, and
Challenges) SJ/AJ

Anotacia: Nastroje generativnej umelej inteligencie (napr. ChatGPT, Gemini, Claude,
Perplexity a d’alSie) v poslednych rokoch vyrazne ovplyviiuji viaceré oblasti spolocnosti,
vratane vzdeldvania a najmid cudzojazy¢nej vyucby. V odbornej literatire mozZno
identifikovat’ narastajuci pocet Studii a vyskumov, ktoré sa venuji ich dopadu na vyucovaci
proces: od podpory tvorby materidlov, personalizicie uCenia a okamzitej spitnej vézby az po
rozvoj pisania, slovnej zdsoby a konverzaénych zrucnosti. Zarovenn sa otvaraju otazky
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spolahlivosti vystupov, akademickej integrity, ochrany osobnych udajov, autorskych prav,
etiky a zodpovedného pouzivania v Skolskom prostredi. Cielom prace bude identifikovat’ a
zmapovat’ sucasny stav vyuZzivania ndstrojov generativnej Al vo vyuCovani anglictiny ako
cudzieho jazyka na Slovensku s vyuzitim vyskumnych metéd dotaznik, rozhovor, pripadne
experiment. Tazisko bude na pripravenosti uéitelov a $tudentov na zmysluplné a bezpe&né
zaClenenie tychto nastrojov do vyucby, vratane ich digitdlnych a Al kompetencii, postojov a
spdsobov pouzivania, ako aj existujucich pravidiel v Skolach. Praca zaroven nacrtne
perspektivy d’alSiecho vyvoja a vymedzi hlavné vyzvy a rizikd z pohladu ziaka/Studenta aj
vyucujuceho (hodnotenie, verifikacia informécii, transparentné pravidld). Vysledky vyskumu
mozu prispiet k doplneniu poznania o tejto téme v kontexte cudzojazycnej vyucby na
Slovensku.

Abstract: Generative artificial intelligence tools (e.g., ChatGPT, Gemini, Claude, Perplexity,
and others) have significantly influenced multiple areas of society in recent years, including
education, particularly in foreign language teaching. A growing body of academic literature
and research addresses their impact on the teaching process—from supporting the creation of
instructional materials, personalising learning, and providing immediate feedback to fostering
writing skills, vocabulary development, and conversational competence. At the same time,
issues related to the reliability of outputs, academic integrity, personal data protection,
copyright, ethics, and responsible use in school settings are increasingly discussed. The aim of
this thesis is to identify the current state of the use of generative Al tools in teaching English
as a foreign language in Slovakia by employing research methods such as questionnaires,
interviews, or experiments. The focus will be on teachers’ and students’ readiness to integrate
these tools into instruction in a meaningful and safe way, including their digital and Al
competencies, attitudes, and patterns of use, as well as existing school rules and guidelines.
The thesis will also outline future perspectives and define the main challenges and risks from
both the learner/student and teacher viewpoints (assessment, information verification,
transparent rules). The findings may contribute to expanding what is already known about this
topic in the context of foreign language education in Slovakia.

1. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: VyuZitie literatiry na podporu rozvoja kritického myslenia
v cudzojazyénom vzdelavani (Using literature in development of critical thinking in foreign
language education) SJ, AJ

Anotacia: Literatira sa vo vyucovani cudzich jazykov zvykne vyuzivat len vo velmi
obmedzenej miere a ak sa aj Ziaci stretnu s literarnymi ukazkami, sliZia viac-menej na rozvoj
jazykovych kompetencii prostrednictvom jazykovej analyzy. Literatira vSak moze sluzit’ aj na
rozvoj osobnostného potencialu ziaka a v globalnejSom kontexte, napr. na rozvoj kritického
myslenia. Vyskum tejto oblasti bude smerovat’ k zisteniu miery vyuZitia literatury na rozvoj
kritického myslenia a moznostiam zvySovat’ tento potencial.

Abstract: Literature tends to be used only to a very limited extent in foreign language
teaching, and even when pupils do encounter literary texts, they are more or less used to
focusing on linguistic competence through language analysis. However, literature can also be
used to develop pupils' personal potential and, in a more global context, e.g. to develop
critical thinking. Research in this area will be directed towards finding out the extent to which
literature is used for the development of critical thinking and the opportunities to enhance its
potential.



2. Nazov témy/jazyk prace: Kritické myslenie ako prediktor uspechu v akademickom
vzdelavani (Critical thinking as a key predictor of success in higher education) SJ, AJ

Anotacia: Kritické myslenie sa javi byt zasadnym prediktorom uspesného zvladnutia
vysokoskolského Studia, ked’ze predstavuje mnozinu klIicovych zrucnosti umoznujicich
dosledné analyticko-syntetické a tvorivé myslenie. Toto sa vyzaduje vo vicSine oblasti
pedagogicko-filologickej orientacie apre buducich ucitelov cudzich jazykov predstavuje
kritické myslenie navySe vyzvu aj na aplikacnej urovni. V sucasnosti sa venuje kritickému
mysleniu zvySena pozornost’ najmi z dovodu uznania tejto zrucnosti ako kl'ai¢ovej zrucnosti
pre 21. storocie. Vyskum tejto oblasti bude smerovat’ k zisteniu urovne kritického myslenia
u Studentov vysokoskolského stidia a jeho vplyvu na uspeSnost’ Studentov na pedagogicko-
filologickych predmetoch. Zaroven bude sledovat’ moznosti jeho rozvoja v cudzojazy¢nom
vzdeldvani a vplyvu na efektivitu cudzojazy¢nej komunikacie.

Abstract: Critical thinking appears to be an essential predictor of successful mastery of
undergraduate studies, as it represents a set of key skills enabling rigorous analytical-synthetic
and creative thinking. This is required in most areas of pedagogical-philological orientation,
and for future foreign language teachers, critical thinking additionally poses a challenge at the
application level. Critical thinking is currently receiving increased attention, particularly due
to the recognition of this skill as a key skill for the 21st century. Research in this area will be
directed towards finding out the level of critical thinking in undergraduate students and its
impact on students' success in pedagogical-philological courses. At the same time, it will
pursue the possibilities of its development in foreign language education and its impact on the
effectiveness of foreign language communication.
